To date, the Oral History Project has prodoced 80 oral histo-
ries although in several cases a volome may inchude the remem-
brances of both hashand and wife or in two cases the siories inld by
two sisters_ In two instances interviews have been withheld at the e
quest of the subject Theee cument interviews are works in progress.
To date, project interviewers have interviewed 83 people which repere-
sents at leact 2000 volunteer hours on the project
